If you have not submitted your medical forms to the school by 
Friday, September 11th, your child will not be admitted to class 
on Monday, September 14th.

Parents’ Corner 
 
The accumulation of new knowledge most often begins with a 
question.  Children ask many questions as they seek to discover 
new information.  Parents who both encourage and answer 
questions improve a child’s ability to reason and investigate.  
Conversely, parents who repress a child’s questions may lose or 
undervalue the golden opportunity to teach.   
 

What is the Homework Folder? 
 
This week, your child will come home with a red, gold, or black homework folder or 3-ring binder 
(Grammar Class IV-VII).  The purpose of the homework folder is to provide you with daily information, 
such as teacher messages, school announcements, and other communication.  In addition, you will find one 
place where your child’s homework is located.  Daily discipline and reading accountability is also located in 
this folder. 
 
Your responsibility is to sign and/or initial the sheets in the folder after your child has completed his 
homework.  His teacher will check for your signature on a daily basis.  Each child also has a daily reading 
assignment.
